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he weekend of Saturday, April 16 and
Sunday, April 17 saw the first of two
Classic Car Boot Sale events of the
year take place at Lewis Cubitt Square,
part of London’s regenerated area of
King’s Cross.
The event is billed as a celebration of
all things vintage, collectable and crafted,
and it doesn't disappoint. Over the weekend
visitors saw 200 different vehicles and
around 170 traders. Vehicles being used
for stand work included a number of
Volkswagen Campers, Citroén Vans, huge
American classics (with equally large boots)
and plenty of British sports cars. Back for
another year was the event’s trademark
Routemaster bus bar, the top deck of which
hosted a deejay playing a variety of music
from the ‘Fifties, ‘Sixties and ‘Seventies. The
event also featured a cars for sale area,
consisting of around 15 cars.
A lot of this event can been seen free of
charge — a display of Minis from Small Car
Big City, a Bedford vintage mobile cinema

to access — while entry to the traders was
£5. It was though a fiver that is really well
spent; a morning and most of the afternoon
quickly disappeared once we'd finished
looking round the stands and chatting

to some colourful characters about their
gorgeous classics.

Show organiser Wayne Hemmingway
was keen to impress on CCB that “the
whole point is to give people an event
where you don't feel like you're being
ripped off”

The weather was wet on Saturday but
the event still saw visitor figures of 15,000
across the event. A conservative estimate
of 25,000 people passing through was
offered by Wayne for what was a far
sunnier Sunday.

The next Classic Car Boot Sale will be
held in Glasgow this summer (Saturday,
August 6 to Sunday August 7) while the
next Sale at King’s Cross will be later in the
year, across the first weekend of October.

Wayne Hemmingway, the man behind the
Classic Car Boot Sale, speaks with CCB
about this unique event.

Wayne Wayne Hemmingway: “The event starteq out
Hemmingway on London’s South Bank but moved to King’s
Cross a year ago as they’re doing
development work there at the moment. This has turned out to be
quite a nice move really.

“We're designers and the main thing that we do in regeneration
and cultural projects and this is a bit of fun for us and for all the team,
but it’s turned into more than that now, so now we’ve seen some of
the team go over to work full-time on events because we’re doing one
in Liverpool this year, one in Morecambe and one in Glasgow.”

WH: “A lot of the people with classic cars do have things to sell but
there are also a lot of people with classics who don’t, so we pair
them with a designer and its that relationship — often an older person
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who owns a classic with a young start-up — that seems to work really
well. The people love it; they ask to be with the same car owner each
time or the car owner asks to be with the same young designer.
“What we’ve done here is give lots of young people the
opportunity to get in front of thousands of people and sell things.”

WH: “Obviously it’s very different from most classic car events
because it’'s younger; the people here, they like their classic cars
but they want more than that, they want the deejays, the street
food, the fashion.

“This is not your usual classic car audience and that’s what the
hobby needs — a fresh audience.”

WH: “What we'd like to do here is completely populate every single
space, because this is only the start of King’s Cross and | think this is
one of the better regeneration schemes in Europe. This is only the
start of it; there’s going to be more parks, more squares, and we'd
like to turn this into something with 500 cars here, maybe even 1000
cars — why can't this be as big an event as Goodwood? There’s no
reason for it not to be.”

Marty of the Losers’ Motorcycle Club, based on the Old Kent Road, Peckham, South
London, was on hand to talk CCB through the Club’s unusual section of bicycles on
display at the Classic Car Boot Sale: “These are something different; they’re a lot of fun,
they’re bikes from the ‘Fifties made as a cheap form of transport for people who couldn’t
afford a motorbike or a car but wanted a bit more than a bicycle.

“People would send off mail order for an engine, itd come through the post at around
£20 and then you'd spend a little bit of time with a hacksaw and a couple of spanners
fitting it on the back wheel of your bicycle. You pedal along, pull the lever in, which jams
the engine on to the back wheel, and kick start the engine into life and you're away!”

They form the Mosquito Squadron section of the Club (a name based on the noise
they make) and are capable of 25mph — “a lot of fun and excitement for not a lot of
speed; as Marty puts it.

“We're gonna get half a dozen of
